· Parental consent is required for early sign-out.
· Members are asked to pay 3euro per night to cover costs.
· Youth leaders will be present in the room at all times.
· The youth club room is a parent-free zone. Youth leaders supervise the members and parents are present in the centre as a support to the youth leaders.
· Snacks are provided. No outside food or drink can be brought in to the youth club.
Parents of members are expected to supervise the club on a rota basis. This will involve all parents approximately one Saturday night per term.
